Week, with the mission of further developing the cultural exchange of film between different countries and regions.
Expanding the range of participating countries, the film week aims to attract filmmakers from all over the world, to build an
open platform for international communication of film culture and film industry.

The Belt and Road Film Week contains the following events: The Belt and Road Film Festival Alliance Signing Ceremony,
Film Screenings and Post-Screening Talks, Film Market Co-Production Showecase, Film Culture Roundtable Talk, The Belt
and Road Film Night, etc. The Film Week will show 26 films from 26 different countries. From these films, the program will
launch 8 nominated films based on the opinions of professional film selectors. The three awards, including the Audience
(hoice Award, the Media Choice Award for film, and the Media Choice Award for filmmaker, will be launched depending on
the votes from the audiences and media juries, in order to motivate their participation.

The Beltand Road Film Week welcomes with an open attitude more countries and film institutions to join The Belt and Road
Film Festival Alliance. We also sincerely welcome films, filmmakers, press and audiences from all over the world to the 21st
Shanghai International Film Festival. Through the medium of film, we shall work together to promote the development of
film markets in different countries and areas and depict a promising blueprint of harmonious communication and
cooperation through different civilizations.

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Memorandum of Understanding the Establishment of a Film Festival
Alliance to Promote The Belt and Road Film Culture Exchange

Shanghai, China
June 16,2018

Film, as an essential medium of cultural exchange among people of all countries, has long been a major channel of different
civilizations to reach a mutual understanding. The inheritance, development and promotion of film culture require efforts
from each relevant cultural organization and film institution around the world. Beyond all that, these organizations and
institutions should strengthen exchanges and cooperation to reach a better development prospect and more practically, to
enrich the choices of film watching for the international audience. Thus, under the context of the Belt and Road Initiative, we
gathered at Shanghai International Film Festival, agreed to establish a film cultural exchange and cooperation alliance,

which includes the following:

1. Intensify the cultural spread and exchanges in the means of films.

2. Enhance the communication and understanding of each country’s customs and cultural traditions in the means of films.
3. Advance the holding of film exhibition in respective festivals and organizations from our countries.

4. Advance the recommendation of jury members and quests for film festivals and related events from our countries.

5. Strengthen communications and foster a collaborative relationship in film production and distribution from our countries.

6. Setupand improve the information sharing mechanism among our festivals and erganizations.
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The Minsk Intemational Film Festival Listapad is the biggest cinema event in Belarus. The Festival is held annually in November, including
foursections: feature films, documentary films, films for children and youth audience, national films. The Awards are decided upon by seven
Intemational Juries.

The Minsk IFF Listapadis accredited by FIAPF (since 2011) as the festival of an original format. The festival is focused on new films, created
in the countries of the ex-(present) communist block: (15 countries, Central and Eastem Europe, Baltics, Georgia, China, Vietnam, Cuba, as
well as on first/second features of the most prominent young filmmakers from all over the world.

Moreover, special screenings, retrospectives, master-classes, and other related events are presented annually within the framework of the
Festival. The special section Industry Days, held during MIFF Listapad, is a meeting place for movie professionals.

Through its Interactive Development Fund,
the NZFC enables the development of interactive content that is focused on strong and original New Zealand stories.

The NZFC markets New Zealand's screen production industry overseas, attracts international screen productions to New Zealand, provides
a specialist enquiry service and is the first point of contact for incoming international production. It helps negotiate co-production treaties,
administers the New Zealand Screen Production Grant, the Post, Digital and Visual Effects Grant and the 5% Uplift, and certifies official
co-productions and New Zealand films for tax purposes.

The NZFC also works to make sure New Zealand screen sector businesses are sustainable and internationally competitive.

Setin the suburbs of Sofia, this fim follows an astrophysicist Todor and his two children. Todor, a single father, pays more attention to the
rings of Saturn than his two children, the adolescent Niki and his teenage sister Mila. Mila is a gifted pianist, but she always feels frustrated
about her lacking confidence. Meanwhile, her naughty brother Niki distracts her for the absurd and adolescent antics all the time, which
makes her feel disturbed. The film is a genuine portrait of a normal family struggling to find meaning during their last summer together
before Mila departs for an important piano audition in Germany.
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This film was directed by Estonian well-known director Sulev Keedus. It consists of three chapters. THE MANSLAYER takes place more than
a hundred years ago. The leading character Maara is a young bride who is about to start her life in her new family. THE VIRGIN, setin the
spring of 1949, tells the story of a young woman called Hina, wha has been deported from Ingria into Estonia during the previous war. THE
SHADOW moves in the present, on the border of real life and fantasy. The main character, Luna Lee, has decided to flee from home. These
three episodes have the same actress, who performed really well during such a long time span.
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The film was nominated for Grand Jury Prize of 2018 Sundance Film Festival and Big Screen Award of 2018 Rotterdam International Film
Festival. A lawyer's wife has been ina coma afteran accident. The sadness caused by this event has become the lawyer's most vital element
of life, and it gives him a sense of pleasure that becomes an addiction. His grief has also suddenly made everybody have compassion
towards him and show him kindness. His life has never been better even though he s a sad, pitied person. Then one day, his wife wakes up
from the coma. Her returning home radically changes his recently established everyday life of pity and sorrow. He is averwhelmed by a
yearning to go back to the previous, mournful state. He begins to invent ways to attract people’s attention and pity that he has
enjoyed so much.
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The film won Best Supporting Actor Award of 2018 Hungarian Film Week. Wilson came to Hungary as a refugee and wanted to become a
Hungarian citizen; however, he repeatedly fails the basic constitutional studies exam. His life takes an unexpected turn when his colleague

recommends her sister Mari to him, a teacher specialized in Hungarian and History. During their private lessons a mutual attraction unfolds
between the married teacher and her student. Meanwhile, Wilson meets Shirin, a Persian girl who fled the refugee camp. The compassion
and empathy towards Shirin forge a strong, trusting bond between the two refugees. However, the refationship between Wilson, Shirin and
Mari gets more and more complicated, and Wilson contemplates his original dream for becoming a Hungarian citizen.
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This film is called the Indian version of FRONT OF THE CLASS. Itis a story about a woman who turns her most daunting weakness into her
biggest strength. Naina Mathur is an aspiring teacher who suffers from Tourette Syndrome. After several interviews and numerous
rejections, she lands her dream job as a full-time teacherin one of the most elite schools in the city. However, she soon realizes that the class
she has been assigned comprises of defiant and impish students who can't seem to keep out of trouble. Despite a few initial hiccups, Naina
must do whatever she can to ensure that her students realize their true potential, and defy all the odds against them.
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Due to severe abdominal pain, Zari and her husband, Reza, go to the hospital. However, Zari's insurance 1D has expired and they are forced
to borrow herfriend Leila Attarod's ID. Eventually, she undergoes appendectomy using Leila's ID and the staffat the hospital suspect about

this matter. Due to this, they are forced to switch roles to convince hospital staff that the 1D belongs to Zari. However, many unfortunate
events take place in the process. . .
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This film won Best Filrm of 2018 Irish Film and Television Awards. It tells the story of Michael McCrea, an impressionable eighteen-year-old
who lives with his grandfather Francis in a Dublin housing-estate. Michael's life is changed dramatically when he is caught holding a bag
of drugs for his friend’s older brather, and is sentenced to three months in prison. Inside, Michae! is befriended by an older drug dealer, and
is exposed to violence and intimidation. The film takes a realistic look at the circumstances that lead to Michael's conviction, his time in
prison, and how prison has affected his thinking and his behavior.
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The film was selected for the Main Competition of the 2018 Moscow Intemational Film Festival. After losing his leq, ex-cop Didzis focuses
on training his three beloved police dogs. His estranged wife Jana, a doctor at the local sports school, seeks romantic fulfillment with
Roberts, a 17-year-old student and a promising swimmer. Aftera secret rendezvous, Jana hits a rabid wild boar with her carand eventually
spreads the virus to Didzis’ dogs. The accident ignites dark suspicion and jealousy in Didzis. Busy with finding and punishing Jana's secret
lover, Didzis overlooks the ever-growing strangeness and aggression in his now infected dogs. Just as the love triangle becomes toxic, the
dogs escape and threaten the local town. ..
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Josephine, the matriarch of a sprawling family is delighted to gather everyone for Easter lunch for the first time in two years. While they are
sharing a joyful meal, an incident ignites underlying tensions between the family members and leads them gradually into chaos. HEAVEN
WITHOUT PEOPLE is a compelling drama centered on a family celebrating Easter Sunday lunch at the home of their matriarch, Josephine.
In the beginning, the atmosphere is full of joy and heated discussion. However, things take a dramatic tum when an unexpected incident
pushes them all into an all out truthful confrontation. They cannot escape from the dilemma but to face it directly. As deeply restrained
feelings and malicious intentions are suddenly unveiled, and passions are ignited, the situation gradually loses control ...
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The film was premiered in 2017 Toronto Intemational Film Festival. It was 1992 and Lithuania had shifted from communism to capitalism,
leaving the small collective pig farm managed by Irena, in dire straits. Irena struggled to keep the farm and her workers afloat when a
handsome American, Bernardas, arrived pledging to save the strugaling enterprise and turned lrena's family life and routine of the village
upside-down. As Irena began to fall for his charms, she realized that his intentions may not be entirely innocent.
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This film is a typical multi-line crime genre film with intense conflicts and tension. It reminds audience of a strong traditional Hong Kong
film style. In the outskirts and back-alleys of Kuala Lumpur, several individuals with money problems struggle to get their lives straight.
Indonesian immigrant Sugiman, a single parent, whose sister is in trouble, has a bad dream featuring violence and blood. Rico, a Filipino
fixer, is under constant pressure to send money home to his mother. The corrupt policeman Hassan, married with two small kids, always
lacks money in his life. Suddenly, they find their paths unexpectedly intersecting and lead to fatal results.
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This film was nominated for KNF Award of 2018 Rotterdam Intemational Film Festival. Coco is a chaotic young woman, who is embroiled
ina hopeless affair with Hans, recently divorced and in his fifties. She has no idea what to do with her life, until she discovers her mother is
seriously ill. Wholeheartedly, she embraces this new purpose in life and moves in with her to help, ignoring their distant relationship, as
well as her mother's desire to be left alone.
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This film won Most Promising Talent Award of 2018 Osaka Asian Film Festival. As a violent war on drugs is waged in present day Manila, a
notorious vigilante death squad recruits a teenage orphan named Toto. The orphan soon forms a maternal relationship with the vigilante
group’s matriarch Irma, who also works as a pestexterminator during the day. However, Irma and Toto's loyalties are ultimately put to the
testwhen one of the targets in their kill list turns out to be a familiar face.
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The film was nominated for Crystal Globe Award of 2017 Karlovy Vary Intemational Film Festival, and won Best Starting Performance
Award. After the tragic death of his cameraman, which he indirectly caused, reporter Alex Mazilu has to make an in-memoriam reportage
covering his life. Three days before Christmas, in a small town on the Black Sea coast, Alex puts together puzzle pieces of this man's life, all
seen through the eyes of his troubled 15-year-old daughter. Trying to redeem the dead father, he slowly starts taking his place.
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The film was premiered in 2018 Berin International Film Festival Forum Unit and 2018 Hong Kong International Film Festival. The stories
in the film are based on news items. Death often comes unexpectedly, and what happens the day before is usually ordinary: all the little
things that make life worth living. In Bangkok, friends celebrate their graduation, siblings reunite, a couple separates, an actress is waiting
to be called on set... Thisis a sweet, melancholic and philosophical reflection on the fate and the ephemerality of ife.
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This fantasy genre film finally ranked in the second place of the whole year's box-office in Ukraine. During a solar eclipse, an ordinary boy
Vitko finds himself a thousand years back, in Kyivan Rus, in the midst of a decisive battle between good and evil. With help ofa magic stone
which gives him power, and the strong knights whom he knew anly fram books by his side, he s facing black magic and an ammy lead by
the giant rock monster. Now only the boy's bravery will decide if the light overthrows darkness and if the future turns out the way we know
it today.
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Capernaun is a city of ancient Palestine, near the Sea of Galilee. It is the centre where Jesus began to preach in Holy Bible. This film tells a
miserable suffering about a 12-year-old boy Zein, who sues his parents because they just give him life but have no capability of bringing
him up. So the story goes, and questions the legitimacy of his existence. This poor little boy has no identification and encounters cruel
torture. Through his effort, he hopes to struggle and voice on behalf of those poor people who lack basic rights, education, health and love.
This film was nominated for Palme d'Or of 2018 Cannes Intemational Film Festival and won Jury Prize.
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
